While events of 2008 posed
severe challenges to the economy and the broader
financial markets, 2009 continues to show im-
provement. The 2009 year-to-date unaudited as-
set values have reached in excess of $6 billion for
the County Fund and $145 million for the Forest

Preserve District Fund.
